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Hello, and many blessings to you. 
  

Eph 3:17 That Christ may dwell in your hearts by faith; that ye, being rooted and grounded in 
love,  
Eph 3:18 May be able to comprehend with all saints what is the breadth, and length, and depth, 
and height;  
Eph 3:19 And to know the love of Christ, which passeth knowledge, that ye might be filled with 
all the fulness of God.  
  
Paul is praying for the Ephesian church here.  This prayer, as others that Paul prayed for the peo-
ple in certain books of the Bible, are Holy Spirit inspired prayers.  We can pray these prayers for 
ourselves and for others.  They are  very powerful tool in the spirit. 
  
As we come to know the "dimensions" of God's love, it expands beyond our human knowl-
edge.  Yet we must have this kind of revelation in our spirits in order to operate in the "God 
quality" of love. 
  
Romans 5:5 says: 
  

... the love of God is shed abroad in our hearts by the Holy Ghost which is given unto us.  
  
Thank God for the Holy Ghost!  As I pray for us (my family and Church body)  I find 
myself constantly urged to pray that we would be filled with the Holy Spirit.  That we 
would be yielded to the Holy Spirit.  As we yield to him, He takes us deeper into the 
depths of God's great love.  His compassion wins out over our aggravation.  Praying in 
the Holy Spirit (in tongues) is a powerful way to stay in the love of God. 
 
Jud 1:20 But ye, beloved, building up yourselves on your most holy faith, praying in the 
Holy Ghost,  
Jud 1:21 Keep yourselves in the love of God... 
  
He helps us get "beyond ourselves" into the greatness of the ocean of his love. 
  
May you be hit by those big waves in the ocean of his love.
